(MCASA), the Maryland Women’s Law

enacted by the legislature and signed by the
Governor. The first, creates an affirmative defense
of human sex trafficking for defendants charged
with prostitution when the trafficker has been
criminally charged (a conviction is not required).

The second bill prohibits prosecution of minors
(being trafficked) for prosecution and protects
sexually exploited children and teens for being

have become more active in these issues and have
made them priority issues. The Maryland Women’s
Law Center now has a Trafficking Victims Post-
Conviction Advocacy Project, assisting victims from
across the state to vacate their criminal trafficking
related convictions (blame the victim). The
University of Baltimore Law School will now have an
anti-trafficking project within the law school’s Civil
Advocacy Clinic.
